2010 Museum Day will feature Prickly Pair and the C actus Chorale 
 
 Dubois, WY— The Prickly Pair and the Cactus Chorale will again bring their unique brand of 
Celtic and cowboy music to the Dubois Museum’s annual Museum Day on Saturday, July 17.  
 
The annual event, sponsored by the Dubois Museum Association, is held on the museum 
grounds at 909 West Ramshorn St. in Dubois from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. Museum Day features 
traditional Western craft displays, demonstrations and sales by local artists.  
 
The Prickly Pair, Les and Locke Hamilton, and bass player Norma Winter (the Cactus Chorale), 

will perform at 12 and 1:15. 
Traditional homestead stew, fry 
bread and honey butter will be 
served at noon. Home-baked goods 
will be sold until the last item is 
gone.  
 
Featured artists at Museum Day 
2010 include Tom Lucas of Lander 
and Gary Keimig of Dubois, co-
owners of the Silver Sage Gallery in 
Dubois. Lucas will again 
demonstrate the traditional art of 
flint knapping and both will 
demonstrate their painting 
techniques. 
 

The Wyoming Rangers, a Lander group of re-enactors modeled after an 1867 volunteer militia 
unit, will make a return visit to Museum Day 2010 dressed in authentic battle gear and 
displaying their collection of authentic guns of the period. 
 
Steve Banks, a fur trade expert, will bring back the era of beaver-trapping. Wearing 1820-style 
cloth and buckskin, he will set up an authentic trapper’s tent, complete with traps. Banks will 
demonstrate the mountain men’s fire starting techniques.
